HARRIS ACADEMY GREENWICH, BAM CONSTRUCTION

The Harris Academy scheme in Greenwich involves demolishing and 

refurbishing parts of the existing school, and building a new school 

on the same site.

The old building, built in 1951, has seven floors including the staff 

cafeteria, whereas, the new building will have three floors, with 

cross-curriculum classrooms, allowing the journey from one lesson to 

another to be more fluent.

As works are being carried out adjacent to a live school environment, 

and in phases, the site compound is particularly tight. However, the 

project’s health, safety and environmental advisor has installed bird 

boxes and bird feeders in trees on a small grassy area of the site 

compound.
