Engaging
Someone who is inclusive; who communicates by listening as well as speaking
Inspiring
Someone who can motivate others with honour, integrity and courage
Enthusiastic
Someone who can share their enthusiasm about biodiversity with others; who can persevere and push to achieve positive outcomes on projects
Creative
Someone who is prepared to seek solutions when faced with challenges; who looks for opportunities and innovative ways to overcome hurdles
Knowledgeable
Someone who understands their subject; who increases their knowledge and awareness as they progress and is capable of sharing and disseminating that knowledge with others
Outcomes driven
Someone who can demonstrate their positive biodiversity impacts
